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A BILL TO BE ENTITLED
AN ACT ESTABLISHING REQUIREMENTS FOR LOCAIL GOVERNMENTS
THAT PROVIDE COMMUNICATIONS SERVICES TO THE PUBLIC.

The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts:

SECTION 1. Article 16 of Chapter 160A of the General Statutes is amended
by adding a new Part to read:
"Part 1A, Local Government Owned or Operated Communications Service.

"§ 160A-329. Definitions.

The following definitions apply in this Part: ,

(1) Local government. — A city as defined in G.S. 160A-1(2).

(2) Local government owned communications service provider. — A local
government which operates a public_enterprise under G.S. 106A-311
that provides communications services to the public for a fee over a
facility, operation, or system that is directly or indirectly owned or
operated by or provides a financial benefit to the local government or
another local government,

(3) Communications network. — A wired or witeless network for the
provisien of communications service.

(4) Communications service. — The provision of any of the following
services to the public or any sector of the public: (i) cable service, as
defined in G.S. 66-350(1); (ii) the conveyance or transmittal of
messages or _communications by telephone or telegraph while
operating as a public utility, as defined in Chapter 62 of the General
Statutes, (iii) the electronic transmission, convevance. or routing of
voice, data, audio, video, or any other information or signals to a point,
or between or _among points. including transmission. conveyance, or
routing in which a computer processing application is used to act on
the form. code. or protocol of the content for purposes of the
